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ORDER:

In the reference 2™ read above the RWS&S Department was bifurcated from
Panchayat Raj Engineering Department. After bifurcation, the RWS&S Department has
become a separate Department and came into force with effect from 01.04.2008, separate
Special Rules were framed as Andhra Pradesh Rural Water Supply Engineering Sub-
Ordinate Service Rules, 2008, vide reference 3 read above and adapted with effect from
01.04.2008 i.e., with retrospective effect.

2. Before framing of the separate service rules for RWS&S Department issued in the
reference 3 read above, the Andhra Pradesh Panchayat Raj Engineering Sub-Ordinate
Service Rules in the reference 1% read above were in existence in RWS&S Department.
Accordingly, certain Engineering Personnel were promoted to the post of Assistant Engineer
from the cadre of Junior Technical Officers (Draughtsman Grade-III) in the RWS&S
Department.

3. In the reference 4™ read above, the Engineer-in-Chief, RWS&S, Hyderabad has
stated that, from the formation of RWS&S Department certain Junior Technical Officers
(Draughts Man Grade-III) working in RWS&S Department were requesting to relax the
service rules, as there is no provision in the reference 3™ read above for promotion as
Assistant Engineer and also to regularize the services of Assistant Engineers who were
already promoted in terms of G.O. 1% read above, under the context of giving them a fair
chance for one time, to upgrade their services under natural justice. Further stated that
the prestigious Project of Telangana Drinking Water Supply Project is under progress and
has to be completed in a time bound schedule and there is a shortage and necessity of
experienced Engineering Personnel for executing the project. Accordingly, he has
requested to issue necessary orders for relaxation for one time only for providing a
channel to the following:

i. For the existing Junior Technical Officers (Draughts Man Grade-III) who are having
minimum Diploma in Civil Engineering/L.C.E qualification for promotion as Assistant
Engineer,

ii. For regularisation of the services of Assistant Engineers who were already
promoted to the post of Assistant Engineer and were not regularised; and

iii.  For certain Work Inspectors Grade-I who have completed (10) years of service
with (3) years of service in Grade-I and having Diploma in Civil Engineering by
appointment by transfer.

4.  Government after careful examination of the entire matter, have decided for relaxing
the provisions laid down in  Rule 3 (a)(1) of Telangana Rural Water Supply Engineering
Sub-Ordinate Service Rules, issued in G.0.Ms.No. 77, PR&RD (Estt.IT) Dept., dt. 17.03.2012
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for one time as a special case with prospective effect i.e., from the date of issue of this
order and hereby order the following:

i Junior Technical Officers (Draughts Man Grade-III) who are having minimum
Diploma in Civil Engineering/L.C.E qualification shall be promoted to the cadre of
Assistant Engineer.

ii. The services of Junior Technical Officers (Draughtsman Grade-III) who were
already promoted as Assistant Engineers as per G.0.Ms.No.296, PR&RD(Estt.II)
Department, dt.20.05.1994, but their services were not yet regularized, as there is
no provision in G.0.Ms.No. 77, PR&RD (Estt.II) Dept., dt. 17.03.2012 shall be
considered for regularisation; and

iii. Work Inspector, Grade-I who possess Diploma Qualification in civil or mechanical
and have completed (10) years of service with (3) years as Grade-I, shall be
considered for promotion / appointment by transfer to the post of Assistant
Engineer.

5. The Engineer-in-Chief, RWS&S, Hyderabad shall take necessary action in the matter
accordingly, after proper verification of the services of the individuals.
